i. Title

ii. Introduction

participated in the competition. 

iii. Objectives of the Programme/ issues addressed: 

1)  To evaluate the knowledge of the participants in academics as well as 

beyond academics. 

2) To make student familiar with the perspective of quiz competition and the 

objectivity of the questions. 

3) To inculcate critical thinking, and develop a habit of innovative learning. 

4) To enable students to practice objective tests conducted for campus 

recruitments, competitive examinations etc. 

 

iv. Details of Participants:  Total 69 (30 Male & 39 Female) Students from B. Sc., B. 

Voc. CT and M.Sc. CS were participated in the Mind Fest Competition. 

 

v. Brief Summary of Events/ Sessions: 

1) Mind Fest Competition involved 2 rounds. 

2) Students were asked to form group of 3 members each. 

3) Total 23 groups were registered. 

4) First round was paper-pencil based and second was Buzzer Round. 

5) In the first round a question paper containing 30 MCQs (20 questions of Core 

Technical & 10 questions on General Knowledge) and the time allotted was 

20 minutes. 

6) Among 23 groups 8 groups had qualified for the second round. 

7) In buzzer round questions were displayed on projector. The one who want to 

answer had to press the buzzer to answer the question. 

7) For the correct answer, team could get 10 points and for wrong answer 5 

points would be minus. 

8) The winners were declared after the evaluation of first & second round 

9) Vote of thanks was proposed by Mr. Prathmesh Giri, Member of Computer 

Science Association. 

 

vi. Conclusion with feedback on the programme: 

1) This Competition helped the students to remember concepts they learned, 

and to help assess what they learned. 

2) Such Competition provide a sharper focus in terms of assessing cognitive 

learning. 

3) Quiz competitions even help to build the student’s soft skills
